General Business
· Discussion regarding use of workday money – what is happening?  Mike advises the school is still waiting on finalisation of plans for garages for the school vans, which is what a lot of the workday money is earmarked for, and details where they will be sited etc.   Kartini requested update in newsletter about use of funds for school community so they can see what the plans for the money are as the garages have been on the agenda for quite some time. 
· Update on lockers suggested by PTA  - we understand this has been passed to the school property manager for further investigation.  Update to be requested from Board property committee.  Lisa will do this. 
· Enrolment Evening and Art Exhibition – no payment this year was good for art exhibition, and it was great to see so many families coming along.  The food amount was just right and there seemed to be plenty of people along on the Friday night.  Enrolment evening not too busy, perhaps because of Halloween? Although uptake was good on website subscriptions.  Year 7 numbers are down slightly next year, and this may have contributed to the smaller amount of people.    Evening was steady, not quiet, and not as hectic as in the past.   New family (Jane) felt the evening was very good.  One parent queried why the info from enrolment form can’t be used to subscribe to website.  Mike explained there are various reasons for this, but it is something management is looking at along with other electronic communications options (billing etc). 
· Discussion regarding options given to parent for paying school contribution/donations – can we perhaps inform families better about what this is used for an d how it benefits their children?  This information is already given to parents, but perhaps if they are given AP forms for regular small payment during the year the uptake may be slightly better.
